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Wayne County has the fifth-highest
percentage of individuals over the aged of
65 among counties in the state of Indiana.

This phenomenon results in an under-
representation of individuals from the
region’s communities serving in the
region’s health care settings.

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Needs: Quality of Health Care

S-year age-adjusted death rates
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Many of the counties in the region
have heart disease death rates which
exceed the rates for Indiana.

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The higher Infant death rates in this
region may be an indication of less
access to quality prenatal care.

Research shows that the lack of access
to primary care can result in increased
hospital rates and increased cost.

Some of Indiana’s Prevention Quality
Indicators are worse in this region than
anywhere else in the state.

Adult admissions for COPD per
100000 population (PQl 5)
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Prevention Quality Indicators measure
the availability and utilization of
appropriate ambulatory primary care
services to avoid unnecessary
hospitalizations.
